Urbanization typically involves two forces: push and pull. People are pulled into cities in search of
economic opportunities, often in the form of manufacturing and service jobs. By contrast, conflict, famine,
and other natural disasters often push populations off land and into cities, whether or not housing, municipal
services, infrastructure, and jobs are available to accommodate them. Economic opportunities are a crucial
component of sustainable urbanization, especially in developing countries. In this context, Special
Economic Zones are deployed as a mechanism to attract industry and investment — frequently direct foreign
investment — to cities in rapidly urbanizing areas where wages are low. While specific incentives vary by
zone and country, common examples include income tax exemptions, favourable land leases, exemptions
from duties, and streamlined customs procedures. In many cases, companies also invest in skills
development to better position local populations to meet the needs of the businesses operating in these
zones. In rare cases, housing is also provided for workers. Drawing on case studies from China, Canada,
and Africa, this session will discuss the various characteristics of special economic zones, focussing on best
practices and lessons learned.

The Lobito Economic Development Corridor is an ambitious initiative that aims to boost regional trade,
infrastructure, and economic integration across Angola, the DRC and Zambia. The Lobito Corridor shows
a rare case where Western G-7 investment is building upon Chinese-built infrastructure—a form of
functional interdependence rather than pure rivalry. For communities along the corridor, the project offers
real prospects for improved livelihoods, better services, and new economic opportunities. At the same time,
the corridor’s role in facilitating the extraction and export of critical minerals raises important questions
about land use, environmental sustainability, and equitable benefit-sharing. Large-scale infrastructure and
mining investments often bring risks—such as displacement, ecological harm, and social inequality. The
panel will examine how risks can be mitigated and how the interests of communities, such as their land
tenure rights, can be protected.

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The Corridor’s critical mineral transport and infrastructure means investors are
increasingly turning to develop new mines to supply such minerals, key to the so-
called energy transition. Yet, increased mineral exploration and production brings
forth questions of whether the energy transition can be a truly just transition. Using
the concept of environmental justice as a framework, the presentation discusses how
civil society may shape critical mineral governance in Angola for a more just
transition.

BYE Vegard Chr. Michelsen Institute — Norway

Many of the world’s most strategic minerals—are extracted from the Katanga
region in the DRC and the Copper Belt in Zambia. The plan to modernize the 1,300-
kilometer Lobito Corridor railway, is led by a Western-led consortium that secured a
30-year concession to operate the corridor and associated port infrastructure,
representing a major effort to strengthen diversified access to African mineral
resources. However, sustained investment will be essential to ensure the long-term
viability of the Corridor.

Women’s Land Rights in Africa

In Africa, an estimated 90% of people live outside of formal land administration systems. The majority of
these people are low-income and face the constant threat of eviction. Many are women and children who
have lost their rural land and migrated to urban areas, settling in informal ways on low-cost, high-risk lands
— a trade-off often made to be closer to economic opportunities. When women’s equal rights to use and
control land, housing and related resources are protected, they can better provide for their household needs
and respond to challenges such as gender-based violence, health emergencies, and environmental disasters.
Secure tenure also gives women more freedom to use their homes and surrounding spaces for income
generating activities. This session will highlight the case of the Women’s Spaces project, a five-year (2022-
2027) initiative co-funded by Global Affairs Canada and Rooftops Canada. Operating in Angola, Kenya,
South Africa and Uganda, the project is advancing women’s equitable rights to and control over land,
housing and livelihoods in urban environments. Partners with expertise in land use, tenure security, and
legal reform will share how they are collaborating with actors at local, national and global scales to advance
gender-equitable land tenure security through inclusive, multi-scale approaches.

Humaniser implique d’établir établir une relation avec ’autre, fondée sur le respect et la
reconnaissance de l'autre. Mais la seule relation ne suffit pas car il faut permettre a cette relation
d’exister : humaniser un discours, une ville ou une institution, c’est les rendre compréhensibles,
ouverts, appropriables (Rey, 2005). Une ville humanisée est une ville ou les habitants peuvent
participer a la vie collective, ou I’espace urbain est compréhensible, un espace sur lequel chacun
peut se reconnaitre et agir. On reconnait ici I’un des fondements de la démocratie : un processus
(Arendt, 1958, 1967), une méthode de vie collective fondée sur la communication et la
participation (Dewey, 1927).

Cela suppose de repenser nos modeles. La démocratie ne peut plus étre réduite a une simple forme
institutionnelle héritée de 'Europe des Lumicres ayant ses racines dans les villes (Weber, 1921 ;
Todorov, 2007). Elle se construit dans 1’action, dans les pratiques concrétes, parfois en marge des
structures établies. Les villes opprimées par un pouvoir central, comme les villes Kurdes de
Turquie ou d'Trak, les villes ou se concentrent des formes multiples d’agir collectif — qu’il s’agisse
de résistances, de mouvements citoyens ou d’initiatives sociales — constituent un terreau propice
a cette réinvention démocratique (Agier, 2008).

Humaniser, au sens d’Hannah Arendt, c’est rendre le monde Aabitable : un monde organisé par la
parole entre humains, par 1’action collective, par la possibilit¢ donnée a chacun de choisir et
exprimer sa vie. Dans cette perspective, la démocratie peut humaniser la ville si elle permet a
chaque individu d’étre pleinement acteur d’une communauté en construction. En retour, la ville
peut humaniser la démocratie en favorisant la formation de collectifs fondés sur le respect et la
reconnaissance de l'autre.
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Voici quelques-unes des dimensions « Humanisation-Ville-Démocratie » que nous nous proposons
d'explorer dans le cadre cette table-ronde.
